TWO-FACED PICASSO PORTRAITS
Learning Objective: Use oil pastels to create a colorful, abstract portrait that has a front and side view of a face. 

Essential Question:  How can I create an abstract portrait that still shows realistic facial features?

MATERIALS: Black Paper (9x12), White Paper (8.5x11), Oil Pastels, Paper Towels, Pencils, Projector w/ laptop, Color Wheel Worksheet Handouts

VOCABULARY: Juxtaposition

Elements and Principles: Line, Shape, Color, Variety, Representing

NYS:  1, 2, 3, 4

INTRO

1. Examine Picasso portrait paintings through projector images. Select one and discuss as a class: What is going on here? What do you see?

2. Go to image that resembles project example and discuss the dual perspective. 

3. Reveal project example and give brief how-to.

WORK

1. Monitors: Hand out white paper.

2. Show students how to draw a face with a SIDE VIEW facing inward. The FRONT VIEW is on the other half. Sketch out facial features realistically. 

3. Monitors: Hand out oil pastels. Hand out Color Wheel Worksheets.

4. Discuss color wheel. 1) Complementary colors/opposites 2) Mixing Colors 3) Warm and Cool Colors 4) Oil Pastel techniques---light to dark. 

5. When finished with color wheel worksheet, hand it in for a classwork grade. Then use black paper to sketch out the face that was drawn on the white paper. Don’t forget the background.

6. Determine your color palette. Then use oil pastels to define shapes and lines.

REQUIREMENTS:

• At least 4 colors

• At least 1 mixed color

• Face shows side and front view

• Entire paper is filled

• Thought and effort went into the project
