RECYCLED MATERIALS CITYSCAPE


Learning Objective: SWBAT draw a cityscape in one-point perspective and appropriate recycled materials into a cityscape on recycled paper. 
Essential Question: How can I repurpose non-traditional materials to create art?
MATERIALS: 8.5x11 paper, pencils, 6x18 white paper, 6x18 colored paper, rulers, diagram for “connecting corners”, photos of cityscapes, photos of interesting buildings, pdf presentation about perspective, 24 recycled paper bags (1 per 2 students), recycled parts and bits*, hot glue guns, craft glue, scissors, colored paper, string, clear tape, masking tape

* straws, rubber bands, toothpicks, washers, paint chips, string, yarn, wooden stir sticks, newspaper

Elements and Principles:  Shape, Space, Color, Texture, Emphasis, Proportion, Variety, Appropriation  Vocab.: Perspective, Horizon Line, Vanishing Point

NYS:  1, 2, 4
About the Project: Raise students’ level of social conscience about using what you have as a way of recycling. They will learn how to draw a cityscape using one-point perspective. Then they will use various recycled bits to imagine and add life to their cityscapes. 
PREP

Hang up project example and “connecting corners” perspective diagrams. Have 18x6 paper, rulers, pencils out. 
INTRO
Demonstrate how to draw in one-point perspective. Go over vocabulary.

Hand out 18x6 white paper, pencils, rulers. Point to “connect the corners” diagram on the wall.

STEP 1 Tell everyone to draw a horizon line across the paper in the center.

STEP 2 Then make an “x” on the line somewhere in the middle for the vanishing point. STEP 3 Count the number of letters in your name and draw a box for each letter above, on and below the horizon line.

STEP 4 Now connect the corners by lining up the ruler to the x. Then close off each box by making new border lines that are parallel to the existing box outlines. 

STEP 5 Draw letters in each box to spell your name. Cut cubes out and glue down onto colored paper
WORK
1) Examine project example and explain process. Show images of perspective drawings and buildings. 

2) Select a cityscape photo and draw a sketch of it on 8.5x11 paper using one-point perspective. Pick out the most interesting shaped buildings. 

3) Have students partner up and strategize on cityscape they will create on a paper bag. Sketch out buildings and then plan color palette and select different recycled materials to include in collage.
Gallery Critique – Everyone hang up their cityscapes on a classroom wall. Take five minutes to have a long look at the artwork. 

Some Prompts:


• How is one-point perspective evident?


• Is the composition balanced?


• Point out one specific material that was 
used creatively or inventively and explain.

REQUIREMENTS

• All practice boxes drawn in correct perspective using vanishing point and horizon line

• Cityscape contains at least six buildings

• Cityscape is constructed using recycled materials

• Recycled materials are used in creative, inventive ways
• Worked cooperatively as a team
